Fear of death comes from bustle, fuss, not from happiness. When one bustles around and
suddenly remembers death, death seems totally absurd, horrible. But when one reaches

quietness and happiness, one contemplates and accepts death quite differently.
For death itself is on a high, “important” level, and seems frightening only

when associated with mediocre, unneccesary fuss. In happiness, in genuine happiness,
one feels the presence of eternity in the heart, so that happiness is open to death.

They are alike, they touch eternity. In fuss there is no eternity
and therefore fuss rejects death.
